2022; 21.48 acre-feet in the fiscal year ending in 2023; 21.47 acre-feet in the fiscal year ending in 14

2024; and 21.47 acre-feet in the fiscal year ending in 2025. 15

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City shall retain title to the water rights. 16
