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EXPLORE THE AUDUBON CENTER

At the Audubon Center, you can hike through nature trails and spot birds and wildlife in their
natural habitat on the the 0.6 mile Center Loop trail.

A thriving ecosystem primarily composed of pifion and juniper woodlands. Above a historic

dam, the arroyo expands into a seasonal wetland, adding to the ecological diversity of the
area. Located in the heart of a region with deep and varied history, the Arroyo Hondo Open
Space, lies between the upper and lower Arroyo Hondo Pueblos, both visible from the site.
With sweeping panoramic views and a roughly 3-mile loop trail, it's an ideal spot for families
and young children to explore.

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OUTDOOR ACTIVITIES

Santa Fe Parks

There are 35 playgrounds and 170 miles of
trails in SF!

Here are a few of our favorites:

Ashbaugh Park

1703 Cerrillos Rd

Features a walking path and play structure
(no bucket swings or slide). A great place for a
walk and a picnic. Older kiddos will enjoy the
disc golf course!

Swan Park

5300 Jaguar Dr

Walking path, accessible play structure with
partial shade, and two accessible swings.

Railyard Park

740 Cerrillos Rd

Walking path, playground for both younger
and older children, and plenty of shade.
Paid parking.

Dale Bale Trail

Park at the north end of the trailhead parking
lot and take the North Loop for a kid-friendly
3.6-mile hike. There is a map of the entire Dale
Ball trail system at the south end of the
parking lot. It is a good idea to take a picture
of the map before you hike. Don't forget sun
protection and water. This trail can get very
hot in the summer.

Arroyo Hondo Open Space

743 Old Agua Fria RA E

A 2.3 mile hike and great spot to enjoy
panoramic views! Note: there are two
trailheads, one off Arroyo Hondo Rd and the
other off Old Agua Fria Rd. There are five signs
placed in this network of trails, which will help
guide your way.

Santa Fe Canyon Preserve Interpretive Trail
A 1.5 mile loop hike located close to downtown
and one of the last unspoiled areas along the
Santa Fe River. At the trailhead and along the
route, there are many interpretive signs
providing historical and ecological
information of the preserve. This is an
excellent hike for wildlife sightings including
many species of birds and even beavers!

Randall Davey Audubon Center & Sanctuary
Explore the Nature Discovery Areq, which
features a treehouse, shaded picnic areaq,
spaces for climbing and exploring, and the 0.6
mile Center Loop trail.
