“Clean & Beautiful” Grant Program Agreement 
AMENDMENT #1

THIS AMENDMENT to the Grant Program Agreement (“Agreement”), numbered 
26-418-6002-00026-00, is made and entered into by the State of New Mexico Tourism 
Department, hereinafter referred to as the “NMTD,” and City of Santa Fe 
hereinafter referred to as the “Partner” (collectively the “Parties”) and is effective as set forth 
below.

WHEREAS, the Parties have chosen to amend the Agreement, as provided for in Article III (C) of 
the Agreement, 

NOW THEREFORE, IT IS MUTUALLY AGREED BETWEEN THE PARTIES THAT THE 
FOLLOWING PROVISIONS OF THE ABOVE-REFERENCED AGREEMENT ARE AMENDED 
AS FOLLOWS: 

Article I. Obligations of Partner, on page 1 of the Agreement, and Article II. Obligations of 
NMTD, on page 2 of the Agreement, and Article III. Additional Terms & Conditions, on page 2 
of the Agreement are hereby amended to read as follows: 

I. Obligations of Partner.

A. Perform and complete the projects and programs, expending all related funds, as outlined
in the Project Award Schedule, as approved by NMTD and attached hereto as Revised
Exhibit A.

B. Acknowledge that the NMTD Tourism Development Division Director reserves the right
to unilaterally adjust, modify or cancel any and all awards as outlined in Revised Exhibit
A in order to ensure the expenditure of all funds.

C. Agree and acknowledge project funds shall not be used for purposes other than those
outlined and specified in Revised Exhibit A.

D. Request and obtain prior approval from NMTD for any and all modifications to the
awarded initiatives and approved expenditures outlined in Revised Exhibit A.

2. An amendment to the Agreement and Revised Exhibit A must be executed by all
parties before Partner implements the requested change to approved expenditures.

II. Obligations of NMTD.

A. Provide award funds for all eligible expenses in accordance with the Act and according to
Revised Exhibit A and Exhibit B.

III. Additional Terms & Conditions.

D. “Force Majeure Event” is defined as an event or effect that can be neither anticipated nor
controlled which renders performance of the terms of this Agreement impossible,
impracticable, or unsafe, including, but not limited to, acts of God, pandemic-related public
health orders, acts of civil or military authority, embargoes, epidemics, war, acts of
terrorism, riots, insurrections, fires, explosions, earthquakes, floods, loss of power, strikes
or lockout. If a Force Major Event occurs, neither Party will be deemed in default of this
Agreement. If any Force Majeure condition affects Partner’s ability to perform its
obligations, Partner shall give written notice to NMTD, and Partner will offer mutually
agreeable amendments to Revised Exhibit A. Until such time as this Agreement is
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amended, NMTD will withhold payment of award funds as set forth in Revised Exhibit A. 

Except as amended above, the Agreement remains in full force and effect and is not altered, 
changed, or amended in any way by this Amendment.  All other articles and paragraphs of the 

Agreement remain the same.
